Increasingly restrictive emissions standards ramp up for new locomotives, while Tier 0 to Tier 2 regulations will apply to in-service locomotives dating back to 1973 model years, meaning many older locomotives will require refurbishing. CuproBraze is well suited for use in locomotive heat-exchangers.
For off-road applications such as locomotives, power plants, bulldozers and tractors, CuproBraze technology offers compactness, durability, cleanability, cooling efficiency, corrosion resistance and elevated-temperature resistance. Durability is important for off-road equipment because of the harsh environments associated with agriculture and construction. Dirt, dust and debris that accumulate in the fins must be power-washed out, and here especially copper-and-brass trump aluminum.
